Forest School
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Mrs Miles is a qualified Forest School leader, running Forest School sessions 
for KS1. These take place on the school field and small wooded area 
within the school grounds. 

Forest School is an approach to promoting the holistic development of 
children in the outdoor environment on a regular basis. It supports the 
relationship between the learner and the natural world and gives 
opportunities to take supported, appropriate risks. There will be a strong 
emphasis on raising all children’s self-esteem and independence.
